A first impression is usually a lasting one. It continues to be beautiful. There are
many kinds of wild flowers, including yellow iris or "flags" and white wild roses. The
birds sing early and l&t in the woods, but one never sees them. There are goats and
dairy cattle and a few pretty good looking horses. Very little of the ground is under
cultivation on what appears to be very poor soil. The crops consist of wheat, vineyards
and gardens. Saf | have not been able to learn anything of the people.

While everything was so indefinite, we slept several nights in the open and one
night it rained. Some of the boys slept in a pool of water that collected in the bottom of
their cots. We are setpuin the edge of a thicket along side an unfinished taxi strip.
Several nights ago, a couple of "cats" came over to clear out the brush and stone from
the strip. We first awoke when one of them was pushing stones against the side of the
tent. It was mdderrifying to George, who sleeps on that side of the tent. Fox holes are
in vogue, but so far we haven't had to use them.
